Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of the parish council held on Tuesday 17th January 2017 in the Ranby village hall at 7.30pm.

170102  Apologies for absence: -, Mrs L Howard
170103 Minutes of the previous meeting held on 17th January 2017 – the minutes were proposed by Mrs C Irvine and seconded by Mr G Fridlington – Mr R Ashton duly signed them.
170104 Members of the public. – Mr C Brash attended and asked what the situation was with getting broadband into the village. – (discussed below)
170105 Declarations of interest. – to be declared as and when one arises.
170106 Report from NNC and BDC Councillors – Cllr L Yates reported that elections would be occurring in May and that she would not be standing again this year, Cllr L Yates went on to state that Cllr T Taylor had been selected to stand in her place. Cllr Yates went on to say that Babworth and Barnby Moor had been moved into the Retford West area which is served by Ian Campbell at present (Ian Campbell isn’t re standing so it will be Mike Quigley or Daryl Paulk) Cllr L Yates went onto thank the council for their support over the years.
170107 Matters arising -
a. I Gas – Tinker Lane – it was reported that there hadn’t been many meetings regarding this as planning has been being reviewed. Planning had not been heard yet and was to be 20-21st February although this was not set in stone. It was reported that the environmental permit had been issued. Planning has been approved for the Misson site but work hadn’t yet started as S106 had not been signed, if this isn’t signed within three months then the grant would be withdrawn.
b. N3 Project – Mr R Ashton reported that he has spoken to D Codey from Sharpe on the 20th December who said that planning permission had been granted for the mast but when they went up on a cherry picker they realised that they couldn’t see the wind turbine from which they wanted to bounce the broadband from, He stated that the next best thing would be to get BT to run a fibre line in to provide the signal. Darren was to get potential costings for this to happen. Mr R ashton reiterated to Darren that the grant given from Babworth would have to be repaid should the project fail to materialise. Mr R Ashton then spoke to Tim Sharpe from Sharpe who wasn’t up to speed on all the events that have occurred up to this point. It was reported that a line would have to be rented from BT at a cost of around £500 per month for a 3yr contract period. It was suggested that a more community led project may be required with at least 40 residents willing to sign up to the system. It was decided that the next step would be to ascertain the uptake within the village. Mr R ashton stated that it may be a help if we could get an independent expert to give advice and how much a line would cost the village. Cllr T Taylor stated that she felt it important that she meets with Dan and Dave Armiger to make them clear on Babworth Parish councils view in the matter.
