4. Draft Terms of Reference (attached)	Comment by Gary Kirk: Have you formalised the relationship with the PC? We propose it is an Advisory Committee to enable the community to participate on an equal footing ….

5. Draft programme (attached)	Comment by Gary Kirk: An indicative programme showing the stages that will be gone through.

6. Funding  -  G Kirk to start the process and A Lilley will submit this, Currently £18k available	Comment by Gary Kirk: Suggest this is a regular agenda item to review progress

7. Next Steps (not all necessary – progressed in sub-groups …)

a. Vision Statement  -G Kirk will forward some current vision statements for A Lilley to send round the committee members. The committee will need to formulate their own vision statement to be input on the funding request.	Comment by Gary Kirk: How do you want your parish to look at the end of the Plan period? Useful to put in the early chapters of the NP ….
b. Questionnaire  -  G Kirk will forward questionnaire ideas for the committee to refer to when formulating their own questionnaire.	Comment by Gary Kirk: An opportunity to engage the community in the early stages and to identify people to help
c. Logo -  G Kirk suggested the committee design a logo for the plan.	Comment by Gary Kirk: Some NP groups like to have a logo to ‘brand’ the work. This is a good way of involving school children and I can share examples …..
d. Land ownership -  the committee will need to discover who owns land within the parish	Comment by Gary Kirk: Good to get started on identifying those landowners whose land will be impacted by the NP(either as a site for small-scale housing or for environmental protection)
e. Local stakeholders -  the committee will need to make contact with as many stakeholders as possible.	Comment by Gary Kirk: Good to identify local businesses/service providers early to ensure engagement
f. Communication (internal and external) -  various different methods will be used for communication to the wider parishioners and to the committee members – posters,banners,leaflets and file sharing packages.	Comment by Gary Kirk: You may have already agreed this – but good to think about how to keep the NP in the mind of the community and how to share information/files within the group.
