Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of the parish council held on Tuesday 21st March 2017 in the Ranby village hall at 7.30pm.
170301 Councillors Present: -, Mr R Ashton, Mr A Howard, Clerk A Lilley, Mr S Crawley, Mr G Fridlington, Mr Chris Thomas, 
170302  Apologies for absence: -, Mrs L Howard, Mrs H Gajos, Cllr L Yates, Mrs. C Irvine – Mrs L Howard tendered her resignation which was accepted – Clerk to send a letter of thanks.
170303 Minutes of the previous meeting held on 17th January 2017

170304 Members of the public. – Mr J Hilton attended to report that the village hall works were now almost complete with the exception of blinds, carpets and roller to the kitchen, he went onto state that there would be an official opening of the hall at the beginning of May. The parish council congratulated John and his team on all their effort and hard work.
170305 NCC & BDC councillor reports – Cllr T Taylor reported that the budget setting process was complete and the council tax levies had been issued. Cllr Taylor went onto report that there was no update on the Sheffield devolution as it was in abeyance until after the elections.
170306 Declarations of interest. – to be declared as and when one arises.
170307 Matters arising -
a. I Gas – Tinker Lane- it was reported that a meeting had been held today and the plans had been passed.
b. N3 Project – Mr R Ashton is to talk to Dan and reiterate that the parish council will request the grant money back should the project not be forthcoming.
c. Appleyhead - ongoing
d. S Adams – Bassetlaw Broadband – S Adams informed the meeting that Ranby was to be included in the phase 3 roll out of Broadband. He stated that phase 2 was due to end in June and Phase 3 should commence in July. Phase 3 will be funded differently as it depends on the uptake of phase 1 & 2. Mr R Asheton asked if it would be possible to install a new box as the nearest one to Ranby was 2 miles away which would affect the speed of broadband. Mr S Adams stated this could be done if required. He went onto report that approximately 130 properties could be served by this role out. The council noted that although Ranby will benefit from phase 3 the wider parish may not so it may be wise to further investigate line of sight broadband.
e. Ranby C of E – land purchase -  Mr R Aston reported that he had had a meeting with Tim Shuldham who is the land agent. The land was originally valued at £10k but Tim Shuldham suggested that the land was worth more than this. He is now wanting £16k for the land. The school are now looking to fund the extra that is required. Mr A Howard proposed that the council fund the extra amount required to purchase the land and Mr R Ashton seconded this, a vote was taken and all were in favour.
f. Pilgrim Close – reply received -  A Lilley read out the letter received form the prison which has given a point of contact for the residents if the situation arises again.
