MINUTES

1. Apologies and Attendance – Mr W Holtom tendered his apologies

2. Declarations of interest – declared at the beginning of the process

3. Minutes of the previous meeting approved – The minutes were proposed by R Ashton and seconded by G Kirk. All attendees approved.

4. [bookmark: _GoBack]Review of Housing needs Assessment – A number of queries were voiced regarding the ‘numbers’ within the document. AECOM to be asked to recheck the figures used and to be asked if they can update using the 2021 census figures. It was reported that the assessment does give good evidence of housing mix and levels of affordable housing. It was reiterated that priority would still be bungalows and three bed houses and that specialist housing would not be needed. The group asked that the census data be revisited as the median data looks wrong foe the area. It was also stated that the lack of stock bought and sold skews the figures, as there isn’t enough data to go on. G Kirk to contact AECOM to go through all queries.

5. Review of ‘Call for sites’ applications – the. three applications were reviewed. G Kirk asked if they had been sent to AECOM for their review. A Lilley stated this hadn’t yet been done and would action straight away. AECOM will rag rate the applications to help with the decision-making. G Kirk also asked that they be asked to review the SHLAR list

6. Review of ‘ draft chapter’ sent by Gary – The chapter was reviewed and G Kirk asked the group if they felt a settlement boundary should be produced- this will be discussed again once the call for sites applications have been reviewed. The ‘Design’ of the housing was also discussed. The group stated there wasn’t a set design within the neighbourhood plan area as each property reflects the age of the house.  G Kirk stated that AECOM would visit the area and put a design together for the new housing, which best suits the area.
