240303 Members of the public. – As per Babworth Parish Council’s Standing Orders :, 










a)  Any elector within the parish may put a question to the meeting about a matter for which the council has a responsibility or which affects the parish.

b)  An elector seeking a response to a question at the meeting must give the clerk at least 5 clear days before the 
meeting.

c)  Questions will not be received by the council which are furtherance of a person’s individual circumstances or which are about a matter where there is a right of appeal to the courts, a tribunal or government minister.

d)  A question will not be received by the council where the issue it concerns has been the subject of a decision of the council in the last 6 months.

e)  An elector putting a question may speak for no more than 1 minute.

f)  A maximum of 15 minutes will be allowed for public questions.

g) No discussion shall take place on any question put.  Where practical, the `Chair` may respond to the question or indicate that a written response will be made.

h)  Where notice of a question has been given, a reply may be given orally at the meeting by `The Chair`, or a person nominated by `The Chair`, or a written reply given to the elector.
Parishioners attended and handed the Parish Council a list of questions, as these had not been received 5 clear days before the meeting the council agreed to review and respond back to the e mail written on the sheet.

All payments were approved apart from Babworth PCC as we are awaiting a response from the Church as to what this would be spent on. Cllr S Crawley also conveyed the village halls thanks for the Parish councils continued support.
240307 Plans.  Application; - none in our parish to discuss -  Cllr D Pulk reported that the planning for the proposed Chicken Farm was not in Babworth Parish but that if anyone present wanted to make a comment they could and that they should contact Jo White and ask that it be brought to full planning to be considered.
	

	


240308 Fun Field -   L Dore had not attended that meeting however Cllr R Ashton stated on her behalf that she would like to give up being a trustee of the Fun field and would like to hand it over to the Parish Council. R Ashton stated that there were several options available. The fun filed stays separate from the Parish Council and looks to find new trustees within the village, 2 Parish Council become sole trustees as a body to the Fun field -  it stays as a charity and the parish council become members / trustees by default in accordance with the governing document. 3, the charity is dissolved and the Fun field becomes a non-charitable entity with no trustees and simply becomes an asset of the Parish Council.
The question was then asked of all councillors present if they would like to take ownership of the fun field. All councillors agreed that they don’t want to take it on as the Parish Council but that it was hoped that members of the Parish would step forward and become new trustees of it.

R Ashton asked that he be allowed the time to let Linda know of this decision personally before it was discussed out of the Council meeting.
240309 Parish matters and maintenance; -
a. Grass Cutting Ranby Village 2024 –  payment as per last year 

b. Speeding in the village - 30 mph for a reason signs were requested from Cllr M Quigley who will look into whether or not these could be placed within the village.
c. Neighbourhood plan – ongoing - there has been a response from Savills regarding the piece of land Babworth NP would like to designate. The response was positive but did ask for an alteration of wording to allow an alteration to the housing needs once development occurs. This wasn’t agreed upon as the NP should depict the housing needs that have been determined from the assessment. G Kirk to be informed of this and to respond to the land owners accordingly on our behalf.
d. Village Sign - Funding applied for – grant awarded – awaiting payment – A Lilley has chased payment but as yet nothing has been received. Cllr M Quigley to look into it as the application had been authorised
e. Pilgrim close – A Lilley asked for all e mails but no response - a response had been received and circulated to the councillors. The Prison accept responsibility but don’t have the funds to re surface. They promised to send someone to look at what needs doing
f. Health & Safety policy – on going -  A Howard had reviewed the document and this will be discussed at the AGM
g. Babworth Green- grassed area – A Howard and R Ashton had sought legal advice which the council had agreed to determine the next steps. It was agreed that both properties are to be written to to agree a way forward and this be formalised for the future. It was clarified that the Parish Council have no liability for personal Injuries on the Green.
h. It was reported that the Bus shelter near Beechwood Crescent was leaking and the Trees still hadn’t been pollarded (it may now be the wrong time to do this as birds are beginning got nest)

2403010 Parish security.

a. Police crime figures. – A Lilley read out the latest data from January 2024. Cllr D Pulk and Cllr M Quigley informed the council that S Brown was the person to contact regarding a neighbourhood watch scheme. The Parish Council were informed that CCTV were only put in areas with ASBO. The council can provide cameras through a business called S80 but that the Parish would have to pay for the cameras, for installation and for maintenance. This may be too much of an ask in Ranby as crime is very low in comparison to other area. The Parish Council asked if they could maybe have dummy cameras put up as a preventative method. A Lilley to get a quote if possible.

j. Electoral review- Cllr D Pulk updated the councillors that there is a review occurring at present to determine how many District councillors will be required in the future. He stated that it had been stated that there were one too many councillors in rural areas which could mean that boundaries are split and councillors shared. It was felt that Babworth Parish would not like to share a councillor as it was better to have one councillor per Ward. A Lilley to make a comment on the review site.
