f)  A maximum of 15 minutes will be allowed for public questions.

g) No discussion shall take place on any question put.  Where practical, the `Chair` may respond to the question or indicate that a written response will be made.

h)  Where notice of a question has been given, a reply may be given orally at the meeting by `The Chair`, or a person nominated by `The Chair`, or a written reply given to the elector. -  None in attendance
