a.  Sophia Boat update- It was reported that the couple who are living on the boat are on the ‘vulnerable pathway scheme’ due to illness. The planning officer have stated that the boat can moor till 15/10/20 at least. The council reported that the residents have now erected an aviary which makes them believe they have no intention of leaving anytime soon. Canals and riverside have said that they shouldn’t get a permanent mooring there. It was also reported that N Ashford was seeking legal advice and was going to visit the residents soon.

b. Former Ranby Service Station A1 – Erect 6 industrial units -  comments sent in.
c. Scoping works 18/00365/SCO | Scoping Opinion - Development of a Poultry Farm | Farmland At Chequer House Farm Thievesdale Lane Ranby Nottinghamshire -  this was discussed but was deemed outside the parish boundary, all documents to be found dated back to 1998 so there was very little information to discuss. Cllr R Beouf reported that he thought the farm had been given a permit but no details were available.
