4. Minutes of the previous meeting approved – Mr R Ashton proposed the minutes of the previous meeting and Mrs C Irvine seconded them

5. Feedback from public consultation event. – It was reported that the event was successful and fulfilled its purpose to make the Parish aware of the Neighbourhood plan and allowed them to comment, contribute, and hopefully sign up to be involved. Mr G Kirk produced an analysis of the documents and recorded the comments as made on the day. The day provided a good basis for the Neighbourhood plan to be built upon. 42 people attended and there was a good constructive atmosphere. It was reported that the majority of attendees engaged. The report formulated by Mr G Kirk will form part of the back up to the plan once completed.

6. Discuss ‘Theme’ Groups with John Martin - Mr G Kirk and Mr J Martin advised the group on the ‘next steps’ which was to set up ‘Theme’ groups. 

a. G Kirk is to lead on Housing – G Kirk explained that the group had the option to stay together as one or to set up smaller groups to focus on different ‘themes’. G Kirk went onto state that an important part would be to agree upon a residential allocation if the group think it is worth it. Land could be allocated at an early stage but if these sights are not deemed suitable later on in the process, the sites do not have to be used. Housing Mix will need to be discussed and it is hoped that more update information than the last census data will be available. The requirement for affordable housing will be looked into along with policies on Design and the need for Infill housing.

b. J Martin will lead on ‘Environment’ and will be a significant part of the Neighbourhood plan process. The work will be both site based and map based. John will map the Heritage and Social environment and develop a framework for where housing could be. This piece of work will provide robust evidence of what we have at present. John stated he will map and describe the existing designations, habitats, species and plants and will then add detail to this with local knowledge. The ‘environmental’ group will help with this local knowledge and will help designate the best places for green spaces to be protected, help designate areas for protection , where biodiversity is significant and where the historical environment will need protecting. The group will identify the most important views in the area, the most important footpaths, flood risk policies and formulate a renewable energy structure policy. Under Heritage, buildings and structures will be identified that are not currently listed but that need protection. Playing fields and football fields will be identified along with any ancient hedgerows.

The group decided on a rough allocation of people to ‘Theme groups’.

Environmental – Mr A Burkwood, Ms P Guirdham, Mr A Howard and Mr C Hebdon.
Housing – Mr R Ashton, Mrs C Irvine, Mr S Crawley, Mr C Brash.

The groups will run separately.
