e)  An elector putting a question may speak for no more than 1 minute.

f)  A maximum of 15 minutes will be allowed for public questions.

g) No discussion shall take place on any question put.  Where practical, the `Chair` may respond to the question or indicate that a written response will be made.

h)  Where notice of a question has been given, a reply may be given orally at the meeting by `The Chair`, or a person nominated by `The Chair`, or a written reply given to the elector.

i. W Holtom asked if the Parish Council could support the community by purchasing equipment required for litter picking. S Crawley proposed that the Parish Council support this and W Holtom seconded this. A vote was taken and all were in favour. W Holtom to seek costings.
